In addition to the seasonal change, the Korean society is experiencing yet another kind
of change, which is rapid aging of the population. It is bringing about a big shift in the
national demographic structure. As of August 2017, those who are older than 65 years of
age accounted for 14% of the total population, making Korea a de facto aged society
and by 2026, which is only 9 more years away, the over 65-year old population will
exceed 20% of the total population, turning Korea into a super-aged society.

The speed of aging in Korea is taking place at an unprecedented rate compared to other
parts of the world. Not only is this phenomenon weakening the growth potential of the
nation due to the decline in the labor force population but it is also increasing the finan-
cial burden on the social welfare system such as the National Pension Scheme and the
National Health Insurance System. Unless we come up with appropriate measures to
deal with the aging of the society now, the social welfare system and the economic
substantiality of Korea will be under serious threat and problems we have never experi-
enced before will be imposed upon us.

In this regard, the Ministry of Employment and Labor, the Korea Employment Informa-
tion Service and the Korean Economic Association are planning to jointly host an
international symposium titled “Challenges and Opportunities of Population Aging and
Policy Implications: An International Perspective.”Experts on population aging from
advanced nations that have entered this phase earlier than us will participate in the
symposium to share the outcome and limitations of countermeasures for population
aging. | hope the symposium will allow us to revisit the policies we have implemented so
far, improve future policies and identify opportunities for international policy coopera-
tion.

I look forward to your participation in this international symposium so that we can assess
the current situation of Korea and engage in constructive discussions for better policies
for the future together.
